OXFORD POLICE DEPARTMENT UPDATE

Chief Slauch was not able to attend this meeting. 

Chief Slauch sent an email earlier in the week regarding OTW sign installations. The necessary posts were ordered and will be installed.

No Further Police matters to discuss.
Residents contacted the police regarding a small vehicle near their residence. An individual was reported to get in the vehicle and burns rubber down a nearby alley. Then returns to their home. Observed with an open container of beer. Others seen include teenagers and a woman passenger. Details were emailed to the Chief. Mayor Henry responded instructing to call 911 or the 268 number. These incidents are usually over before the Police can arrive.

J.S – OTWs purpose is to report repeated incidents and collect as much detail as possible. The compiled data can be provided to the police to build a case.

J.L – Sites a news article on noise ordinance or zero tolerance for loud car radios in Kennett. Police can now pull people over for violations.

J.S – This is a Borough wide problem both East and West.

M.W.S. – How can we get this code enforced?

C.R.T. – Suggest we speak to the police to enforce the code.

V.P. – Reports motorcycle pulling wheels while driving.

CRT- Info on decibel meters provided to R. Hershey.

MK – Reports car alarms going off 20 times over a week.

Rental nuisance not yet written. Parkesville has one that they are reviewing.

MWS- The group is in agreement with this issue. Also sites an incident with a loud motor bike heard all the way through town.

KP – How long will the rental ordinance take?

MK – What makes the process slow?

CRT – Lawyers are busy and takes time.

CRT – As an example the skateboard ordinance went back and fourth about five times with revisions.

MWS – Reminds the group that borough council meets once a month and are required to vote on the new ordinances.

CRT – Once you fine one person the word gets out. There are 4 officers on duty.

MK – Do our officers still have bikes?

CRT – 40 hour training required for bike. Will have more officers on foot in pairs.

BK – States fireworks heard.

Fireworks are illegal. Can be tolerant around the 4th. Should they be reported?
CRT – Yes it should be reported. Illegal fireworks are those that are aerial and or make noise. Solicitors should have a permit. Fireworks are to be removed from tents and would rather not have them at all.
