APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
The Oxford Town Watch Meeting Minutes dated April 16thth were approved. 
OXFORD POLICE DEPARTMENT UPDATE

There continue to be more burglaries in the area. Chief Slauch warns residents to keep doors and windows locked. Some arrests had been made and the incidents subsided. However the incidents are beginning to occur again. Items stolen include jewelry, and lesser expensive items. Some stolen items were recovered in the Philadelphia area. In all cases none of the residents had dogs or alarm systems.
Two further incidents were reported. First was evidence of a defecation in the a nearby Church parking lot. The second was a noise violation. 

Further discussions of the Borough Noise Ordinance is tabled for the next regular OTW meeting.

CHAIRPERSONS REPORT

John Stevenson and M. Walter Saranetz located several buildings that may be possible sites for future Youth programs.
One site discussed was the Fatscher building. OTW further explains that they are interested in locating a building for youth activities. A facility such as this would be a place for activities and mentors to meet with local youth. This effort coincides with the recent skateboard ordinance. The Fatscher building is in a good location. After discussing the idea with several local businesses there was a great deal of interest in this idea. Mr Fatscher agrees to further discussions.

The local youth need something to do and there are little activities currently available to them.

Possible idea would be to obtain a leasing agreement for the building. 

A separate meeting is proposed to further discuss the idea. Bob Fatscher can pick the most convenient date and time for a meeting.

Borough Emergency Plan:

No further information available at this time. More information should be available by next week. Chief will review the Emergency plans and ask for volunteers.
OTW Signs:

Cannot use existing sign posts for OTW signs. Will need to use break away posts.. The Borough will obtain and install the necessary posts. Verizon owns telephone poles. Cannot use them for signage.

175th Anniversary Borough Celebration:

The celebration will be held the weekend of September 27th and 28th. OTW would like to set up a booth for both days. 

Ideas for sale items: OTW key chains with lights.

National Night out would be a good dry run for the 175th Anniversary.
